Volunteer Application Form Instructions

What is a RAWCS Project?

A RAWCS Project is a humanitarian project in an international country that will benefit usually the disadvantaged in that community.  Rotary clubs or districts from two countries work collaboratively to implement a project.

Who can apply to be a RAWCS Project Volunteer?

Projects will accept any volunteer who is prepared to fund their own travel and living expenses travelling to and working on the project. Rotary Clubs or other organisations can assist volunteers financially.

Non-Rotarians must be briefed fully on the project and the expectations of Rotary by the team leader or Project Contact.

Travel and expenses incurred by volunteers are eligible for tax deductibility as long as the total amount is paid as a donation to the “Rotary Australia Overseas Aid Fund” and RAWCS will then pay for your travel and expenses on the issue of an invoice or receipts.

What Forms must a volunteer complete to be accepted?

All volunteers must complete a Volunteer Application Form, a Volunteer Agreement Form, a Volunteer Release and Waiver of Liability Form, a Medical Certificate and a Child Protection Declaration for the Protection of Children.

The Volunteer and the President of the Rotary Club sponsoring you must sign the Volunteer Application Form.

The Volunteer and a witness (usually the Project Contact) must sign the Volunteer Agreement Form and the Volunteer Release and Waiver of Liability Form as this indemnifies RAWCS Ltd.

The Medical Certificate must be signed by the Volunteer and a doctor with the address and contact details of the Doctor shown in a legible state.

Volunteers from NSW must sign the Prohibited Employment Declaration for the Protection of Children. Volunteers from other states need to supply a photocopy or evidence of their Police Checks.

Why do I have to fill out all sections of the Forms?

When you submit your forms they are sent to the RAWCS Regional Coordinator. He is responsible for ensuring that you have filled out and signed the forms before you are accepted as a volunteer.

Your address should be a street address. This is of great importance with the next of kin contact details as notifying a PO Box in an emergency situation is impossible. Listing your next of kin contact, phone, fax and email details will assist if an emergency arises while you are away.

The dates that you leave home and return home are required so that insurance coverage for that time period can be arranged. As long as you actively work on a RAWCS project our insurance company will cover you for up to 60 days of private travel. Maximum insurance coverage allowable for RAWCS project and private travel is 90 days.

That is why we require the number of days you will be working on the project and the dates of departure and return.

The Regional Coordinator is required to notify the Australian Embassy or High Commission in the country that you are travelling to of your travel dates, passport details and next of kin contact details. 

He also sends this information to the Rotary District Governor of the Australian District sponsoring each volunteer and the Rotary District Governor in the recipient country and sponsoring Rotary Club responsible for the project that you will be working on.
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
